Mr. Griffin was seen yesterday in the office with hiccups and he had brought three bottles with him about taking amoxicillin, clarithromycin and pantoprazole in high doses for 14 days for H. pylori infection and he states after this he has not felt well and he did not finish his amoxicillin. To note, Mr. Eric Griffin loves to drink alcohol in increased amounts. He is extremely noncompliant; he comes in when he wants to and the lab called me that the patient’s potassium is 2.9 and the chloride is only 66. His creatinine is increased to 3.4 and he is having continuous hiccups for two or three days now as that is the reason he had come yesterday and was having some stomach upset. I told him to return to gastroenterology also and ordered the comprehensive metabolic panel. His sodium was also 132, so we have been trying to get hold of him. He has no phone answering machine that is set up. So, it was difficult to get hold of him. After multiple trials from the office by different staff of mine, we were able to get hold of him. In the meantime, because his lab values are critical, I decided to call the Bryan Police Department to go to his house and do a check and let him call us in the office then; however, one of my staff was able to get hold of him and she relayed the message that I want him to go to the emergency room because of his abnormal values and the patient outright denied that he does not feel good and he does not want to go at which point I decided to make a personal call to him. My first call the patient’s phone went into again nobody picking up the phone and that answering machine is not set up. So, I was not able to get hold of him. Then, I decided to make another try just trying to save a life and I tried again and, at that time, he picked up the phone and I told him how serious things were and that if he does not go, he is going to die at which time he stated “okay! then I will go right now.” So, this is the situation with this noncompliant patient. I will call St. Joseph ER and let them know what is going on.
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
