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Patient Name: Mary Rabe
Date of Exam: 04/07/2022
History: Ms. Rabe was seen today as an emergency visit. She has a history of major depression and wanted to do transcranial magnetic stimulation. This was going to be her first visit for the transcranial magnetic stimulation. When she gave the history, today being Thursday, that on Tuesday she fell when she was in Boerne, Texas, at her daughter’s house, meeting some family who was visiting from Utah. The patient was going to the backyard to pick up her grandson – she has problem with depth perception because of her ptosis – and she fell and hit the side of the head with the wall and got a small hematoma. She has been off aspirin because of black and blue marks for the past three months now. The patient got up herself, resumed her activities Tuesday and Wednesday and she came for TMS treatment today when she talked about her head injury at which time Dr. Dave felt that she needs to be evaluated for that. I did do the evaluation. I feel she can still proceed with measurements for her TMS, but will definitely do a CT of the head without contrast to be sure there is no subdural hematoma. The patient understands plan of treatment. She has never had seizures. She did not have blackout spells. She was not dizzy. She states usually she asks for help when climbing down the steps or getting up the steps but she forgot *__________* problem. We are ordering a CT of the head without contrast, will try to get it done.

Physical Examination:

General: She is fully awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress.

Vitals Signs: Stable.

Head: Normocephalic. Even the hematoma on the back of the head is hardly palpable.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Intact.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Head injury two days ago.

2. The patient with major depression, not responding well to antidepressant.

The patient is scheduled for TMS measurement today. We will hold off starting the treatment as she gets CT of the head.
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
