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This was a telephone meeting. The patient had several things to tell me. She states she went and saw Dr. Snow at CHI St. Joseph for her tinnitus. She examined her, removed little bit of wax and then told the patient she will need hearing testing. She states she is going to go for the hearing test, but she felt that her amlodipine which was increased to 5 mg a day for her high blood pressure can cause tinnitus and the ear doctor said maybe so she wants to discontinue amlodipine and start a new medicine. I told her it will be okay if she can wait three or four days off medicine. We will see how she does, but she feels very uncomfortable. So, I am going to start her on metoprolol ER 25 mg succinate once a day and prescription is sent to Village Pharmacy. The second problem the patient told me was she went and saw Dr. Lee at the Texas Regional Eye Center and he felt the patient had macular degeneration, but felt something was wrong with the left eye and he sent her to Dr. Wells at the Retina Center. Dr. Kevin Wells examined her and told her that she has wet macular degeneration in one eye and that she would need Avastin shots in the eye and the patient is scheduled for Avastin shot coming Monday. I told her she can take the blood pressure medicine and come back and see me in a week or two weeks and she is going to decide. So, a lot of new things have happened with her. She thinks amlodipine is giving her side effects of tinnitus and new onset of wet macular degeneration. The patient wants Avastin shots. The patient is needing hearing loss workup and we will proceed with whatever is necessary and see her in the office in next two to three weeks.
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
