He is going to be seen in the office in two weeks. I have sent a script of CGM that he can go to any pharmacy and try to get it for FreeStyle Libre II and we will proceed from there. The patient is anxious to get the surgery and his surgery is tentatively scheduled for 04/25/22. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
