Ms. Moore is an obese, almost 68-year-old African American female who has multisystem problems and chronic pain. She states she has seen a lot of specialists, still keeps visiting specialists, has had back surgery multiple times, knee surgeries, and hysterectomy. This patient states about two weeks ago she started having problem with left lower quadrant abdominal pain and some lower back pain and the patient was seen in the ER and the ER doctor felt they needed to be sure her kidneys were good and she had a CT of the abdomen done that was essentially negative. There is no evidence of herpes zoster so the patient was given IV fluids and had CT and sent home the next day. The patient was not running fever. In the meantime, she went and saw Brazos Valley Women’s Center who did mammogram on her and that was negative, but she is due for bone density which is scheduled for tomorrow at Bryan Radiology. The patient told me about this. We will have to review the records of St. Joseph as to what test that was done and then decide further testing accordingly. I told the patient to go ahead and see a gastroenterologist in person and not call them that she is there for colonoscopy because she had her colonoscopy in 2018 and they will not repeat a colonoscopy unless it is time, but at least she can be seen and then they can decide whether she needs another colonoscopy or not. The patient understands plan of treatment. I will get the records from St. Joseph, review the records and review what CAT was done and what it showed and then I will see her again in two weeks. Also, she wanted to have the glucometer. She did not know the name of the glucometer, but finally it clicked on her that it was Accu-Chek. I gave her a prescription of Accu-Chek with strips as well as alcohol pads and will see her accordingly. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
