Ms. Atkinson has ulcerative colitis and uses oral mesalamine and Canasa, which is mesalamine rectally and she is under care of Central Texas GI for that. She came in today with a few days history of her right leg feeling hot with tingling and numbness starting from her feet up. There is no swelling of the leg. There is no redness or tenderness. Homans sign is negative. Dorsiflexion of the foot does not cause any pain. The pain she feels like it gets hot; it is possible looks like it could be secondary to some kind of peripheral neuropathy. She states she was having some tingling and numbness on her left side of back and she was concerned about shingles and there is no rash of shingles currently. She states this may have started after she may have twisted her right knee. It is best I give her some antiinflammatory and some steroids and see how her leg does. Peripheral pulses are palpable on both feet. It is time because of these unusual symptoms that we do some labs on her that include CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, sed rate, and CRP. The third problem the patient states she had is she noticed swelling of her right clavicle and fullness of her right side of her neck. She may benefit from CT scan of the neck. I decided to send her to St. Joseph ENT for evaluation of the right neck swelling and an x-ray of the right clavicle is ordered and a chest x-ray is ordered also. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
