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1. YT, this is a 14-year-old seen with dizziness, nausea and leg pain. The patient had a full workup including CT of the head, CT of the abdomen, and blood work; all was negative, was sent home with Zofran. The patient and his family were happy with the care and already doing much better.

2. YR, 32-year-old woman seen with fever, stomach pain after cholecystectomy. The patient’s CT scan and blood work were within normal limits. Dr. Walker was called. Dr Walker was told to have the patient come to the office today. The patient was given Tylenol No.3 and was very happy with Dr. Yee and the care provided and the care was noted appropriate. Now, she did not have a lot of good things to say about Dr. Walker because when she went to see him today he refused to see her and stated “you’re fine, just come back next week” and would not give her any more medication or see her and she was quite upset and she was going to call the administration regarding the treatment by Dr. Walker.

3. JK, 58-year-old woman with head injury. CT was negative. Neuro exam was within normal limits and sent home with Tylenol and Motrin for headaches. Work up appropriate. The patient is doing much better. She was very happy with the care she received both with Dr. Yee and the staff.

4. DG, 41-year-old with vaginal discharge, abdominal pain. The patient now had CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UCG, abdominal ultrasound, pelvic ultrasound which were all okay, treated with clindamycin and Tylenol No.3 for vaginitis and sent home. The patient was very happy with Dr. Yee and the staff.

5. BS, 26-year old with abdominal pain. CBC, CMP, CP consistent with pyelonephritis, treated with Ceftin, Tylenol No.3, given Rocephin. The patient was sent home. No mention of observation whether or not the patient was offered and/or the patient refused just based simply on the severity of the pain and kidney stone.
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6. SR, 4-year-old baby seen with nausea and vomiting, diagnosed with gastritis. Sent home with Zofran, doing better. Mother was very happy with the care. No CT was done maybe because there was no complaint of abdominal pain, just vomiting and diarrhea. No blood work was done either. Consider CT, blood work in young children with nausea and vomiting, what could be a sign of early appendicitis.

7. NR, 36-year-old woman with abdominal pain, was radiating to the groin. CBC, CMP, CT scan consistent with a 3 mm UVJ stone, was given Tylenol No.3 and was sent home. The patient was very happy with the care.

8. JL, 21-year-old with some kind of foreign body in her ear that was removed via irrigation. Cortisporin Otic suspension was given. The patient did not answer the phone.

9. CF, 53-year-old woman with left elbow pain status post fall, diagnosed with fractured radial head, was treated appropriately and sent to orthopedist. The patient did not answer the phone. I did leave a message for her to call back.
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
