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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of cognitive decline and symptoms of stiffness

Dear Jaimie Malone & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Gloria Lely for neurological evaluation.
Gloria is a 77-year-old woman who developed symptoms of cognitive decline and for which she underwent initial valuation in August 2021 and seen for reevaluation on February 18, 2022, with medication readjustment considered today.
She has clinical findings of Parkinsonism for which she was placed on carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg three times a day with good benefit.
She was previously initiated on donepezil 10 mg once a day and subsequently with the addition of memantine 5 mg twice a day for today’s appointment.
She returned today accompanied by her husband indicating that there has been an overall improvement in her cognition and improvement in her personality with increased sense of humor. There has been an overall improvement in her personality with her sense of humor on her current regimen readjusted to donepezil 10 mg once a day and memantine 5 mg twice a day.
She has done well with the addition of carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg three times a day, which will be continued with reduction in sense of stiffness and any tremor.
Today, we reviewed her progress in consideration of her recent improvement with a trial of memantine. I am increasing the doses to 10 mg twice a day. She will be seen for med check reevaluation for six weeks on this regimen.
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I was pleased that her MR imaging study showed no serious abnormal findings except some white matter signal changes due to microangiopathic disease.
Neuro quantitative brain MR imaging remains pending.
I will send a followup report when she returns with the results of the readjustment of her regimen.
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
