Mrs. Cherry was seen in followup regarding her hip fracture. I had seen her one to two weeks ago. I had increased her donepezil to 10 mg daily and she seems to be tolerating this well. There is no nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or any dizziness. Heart rate is stable. She is full weightbearing in physical therapy and she is making some improvements. She is not yet walking on her own, but the hope is that she will be able to walk at least with a walker. Her hip pain is minimal. She is eating fairly well.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/86, pulse 64, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 92%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmurs. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: Slight pain with moving, but not severe. She is weightbearing okay.

Assessment/plan: Mrs. Cherry had the recent hip fracture and she is using Norco for pain and available. She is tolerating any medication changes. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
