Mrs. Artess was seen regarding dementia, history of depression, hyperlipidemia, osteoarthritis etc.

History: Mrs. Artess has poverty of speech and has no new complaints. She denies any pain. She does have thickening of the knees. She has poverty of speech. She is tolerating Biofreeze t.i.d. to the knees. Her dementia is quite severe and she is not well oriented. She has depression, but that seems somewhat controlled with current medications and she is on sertraline 100 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or vomiting. No severe arthralgias though there is thickening of the knees.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/74, pulse 58, O2 saturation 98% and weight 135.5 pounds. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Artess has Alzheimer’s disease. It is moderately severe and she would not really benefit from cholinesterase inhibitor at this point.

2. She has osteoarthritis of the knees and may use Mobic 15 mg daily and Tylenol *_________* mg every 12 hours as needed for pain and she does use Biofreeze t.i.d. p.r.n. This seems to be helping it.
3. She has depression. I will continue sertraline 100 mg daily.

4. She has hyperlipidemia and I will continue atorvastatin 10 mg daily.
5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
