Mr. Kruse was seen because staff had concerns of him leaning forward and being a bit aggressive.

HISTORY: Mr. Kruse was very quite when seen. He could barely speak and he does sleep a lot according to staff. He does have significant dementia. There is history of anxiety and depression. He also has a history of HIV infection according to records. He is on Descovy 200/25 mg one nightly. He sleeps much of the time, but when he wakes up he can get aggressive and agitated. One staff member was talking about increasing his medication, but I see that he is already on quetiapine 200 mg nightly and citalopram 20 mg daily. I was speaking with the person in charge and I felt probably not best to change these medicines and add something. This is because he is sedated much of the time. He also has lorazepam at bedtime available if needed. He has Parkinson’s and that is hindering a bit. He does not ambulate well and he is on Rytary 195 mg two capsules four times a day. There has been no major change lately in that. He also has significant dementia. He has asthma, which is currently stable without any wheezing. He is not needing inhalers now according to the staff.  He does take the Nuplazid for hallucinations. He is on citalopram for depression.

PAST HISTORY: HIV, asthma, Parkinson’s, anxiety, dementia, urinary incontinence, falls, and septic encephalopathy.

FAMILY HISTORY: His father has heart problems and mother died at 79 years of heart aneurysm.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for pain, dyspnea, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, or bleeding. No wheezes. No crackles.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 108/72, pulse 78, O2 saturation 94%, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Neck: Supple. No mass or nodes. No palpable thyromegaly. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Tone has increased. He has minimal cogwheeling. Sensation is intact. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Kruse has aggressive behavior and I will continue the current dose of Seroquel 200 mg nightly plus Celexa 20 mg daily for depression.
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2. He has Parkinsonism and I will continue the Rytary one capsule four times a day. He is also on Nuplazid 34 mg daily for hallucinations. 

3. He has aggression occasionally, but best to avoid new medications as he is on multiple psychotropic meds now.

4. His asthma is stable without any inhalers.

5. His HIV status is stable and he is on Descovy 200/25 mg one nightly.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
