Robert Slotnick was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis and rheumatoid arthritis.

Current medications, Armor Thyroid 120 mg five days per week and 180 mg two days per week. Other medications include Enbrel and methotrexate.

On this visit apart from feeling tired, there were no other major changes from previously.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/84, weight 181 pounds and BMI is 25.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

RECENT THYROID FUNCTION TEST: TSH 0.21, free T4 0.51, and free T3 3.1, all within acceptable levels.

The most recent thyroid function tests have improved compared with those previously and at this time I have recommended no further changes to his plan.

Follow up visit in one year.
