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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in September 2003, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in this town called Husayva, Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was driving a civilian truck.  He crashed where the truck had faulty brake.  The brake was not working.  He crashed the civilian truck into a wall in order to avoid running into a bunch of people.  The patient was wearing a helmet at that time.  However, he hit the head.  He had the front of the head against the driving wheel.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was unconscious for few seconds.  He woke up confused and disoriented with a severe head pain in front of the head.  The patient tells me that he saw a medic. The medic prescribed him some muscle relaxant.  It was told that he may be sent to Germany for further treatment.  However, he did not go to Germany.
Since the incident, the patient has headache, nerve pain, and short temper over small things.  The patient also has memory loss.  The patient had brain fogginess.  The patient had difficulty focused.  The patient had difficulty concentrate.
The patient is currently working as a farmer.  The patient tells me that he needs to work with other people in the farming.  The patient tells me that when he is farming, the patient gets into argument with different people.  It is affecting to do his work.  The patient also had difficulty with the farming work because of his headaches.  He also had nerve pain again that is also affecting the way that he works as a farmer.
MoCA examination score is 27/30.  The patient missed three on the delay recall.
It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was driving a motor vehicle truck in Iraq.  The patient crashed his civilian truck into the wall in order to avoid the running over people. The patient hit his head against the steering wheel.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient lost consciousness for few seconds.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient has a severe head pain in front of the head.  Since then the patient has significant headache symptoms, nerve pain, short temper with small things, memory loss, mental fogginess, and difficulty with focus.  MoCA examination showed that he had delay recall of only 2/5.  He missed 3/5 on delay recall.  It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury that day. The impact to the head and subsequent loss of consciousness, and then followed by confusion, disorientation, and chronic headaches since then, these all signs and symptoms are suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
