This patient came to see me today. Mr. Ernest Gonzales has history of severe temper problems that he claims have been there since his childhood as long as he can remember. He has history of head injury. He has history of fighting behavior and aggressive behavior. He has lost relationships because of that before. In the recent time, he had been accused of getting into some kind of gun related events twice, for which he may have had legal charges against him. He has come in to be evaluated for *____44_____* problems. The patient thinks that the problems that he has with his anger and angry outbursts that included challenging police, as well as included using gun, could be related to his past problems and mood problems, and maybe he is trying to get some type of legal consideration on medical basis, but anyway the history he gave is a long history of aggressive behavior that he states with or without alcohol he can suddenly become agitated, “buildup”, and become very angry.

Dr. Bonds had done MRI. I have ordered EEG today. The patient does not want to take any medications until a medical workup is completed. It is very possible that the patient is developing a database that could be used for his best interest.

I will follow up with him once he has completed the testing. I have told him that he is responsible for his behavior, we will try to investigate any medical/psychiatric causes possible, we will try to help him the best we can with his behavioral issues, but even then he is responsible for his past behaviors, and any personal, professional or legal outcomes and he has expressed understanding.

He has already retained an attorney to help him with his case.
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
