ANDERSON, GUY
Mr. Anderson is a 66-year-old gentleman with a history of Alzheimer’s disease – end-stage. The patient during the last bout on hospice was hospitalized because of aspiration pneumonia and respiratory failure. The patient has now been discharged on O2 and wife has requested hospice placement. The patient is no longer able to go home because of the extensive care that he requires and subsequently he has gone to a personal care home. The patient has had issues with behavioral problems. He is definitely ADL dependent. He is now on oxygen because of recent pneumonia, shallow breathing. He has significant weight loss of 7 pounds since last certification. He is protein-calorie malnourished, has very little appetite.
The patient also has a KPS score of 40%. His other comorbidities include bronchitis, recent pneumonia, BPH, and with history of falls.

The patient is now on a DNR status and is bowel and bladder incontinent and continues to be a huge aspiration risk as well as a fall risk.

The patient is now totally bedbound, which is a big change from last certification. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and expected to do poorly and requires hospice care to provide support and help control his behavior and his pain issues during the last few weeks of his life.
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
