CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of productive cough.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough for 10 days, without fever or chills, with no upper respiratory symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes mellitus, and seasonal allergies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metformin and losartan.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of hypertension and type II diabetes, on metformin and losartan.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. No respiratory distress. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits. 

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 1000 mg and dexamethasone 8 mg for treatment of bronchitis with history of diabetes mellitus and maybe slight elevation of blood sugar, but diabetes is well controlled. The patient is to follow up p.r.n. and PCP clinic as needed.
