HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of coronary artery disease status post stent placement here for followup. The patient denied any chest pain, occasional palpitation, and shortness of breath. The patient had a stent placed to the left anterior descending artery and right coronary artery in 2014.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg daily, metoprolol 50 mg two times daily, valsartan hydrochlorothiazide, Lipitor 40 mg daily, and Plavix 75 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/68 mmHg, pulse rate 56, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient underwent an exercise treadmill test, which was negative for ischemia, angina and arrhythmia. I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram to reassess left ventricular function. I will follow the patient after the echocardiogram.
