REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Atrial fibrillation evaluation for Watchman device placement.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 63-year-old with a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. The patient is not tolerating anticoagulation. The patient is also planning for abdominal surgery. The patient is referred to me for Watchman device implantation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg two times daily, Coreg 25 mg two times daily, Jardiance 10 mg daily, lisinopril 20 mg daily, multivitamins, Crestor 20 mg daily, and sotalol 80 mg two times daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/70 mmHg, pulse rate 83, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.
2. Hypertension.
