CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old African American male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient is a 58-year-old male with history of hypertension and dyslipidemia who was noted to have intermittent left-sided chest pain. He stated that he has actually had constant left inframammary pain, but notes intermittent substernal chest pain. The substernal chest pain occurs at random and may occur up to 3 to 4 times per day. There is no specific provocating factor.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Chest pain.

4. Herniated disc at L5-S1.

5. Herniated disc in his neck region.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. Flexeril p.r.n.
3. Amlodipine unknown dose.

4. Atorvastatin unknown dose.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies all.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports weight gain, weakness, and chills.

Skin: No color changes, itching, or rash.

HEENT: Eyes: He is noted to have a right eye lesion. He has burning, itching, and dryness. Nose: He has sinus problems. Oral Cavity: Unremarkable.

Neck: He has a herniated disc at C2-C4.

Respiratory: He has shortness of breath with exertion.
Cardiac: As per HPI.
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Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency.

Musculoskeletal: He has diffuse pain involving the hand, shoulder, neck, back, feet, and toes.

Neurologic: He reports paresthesias.

Psychiatric: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/79, pulse 66, respiratory rate 20, height 65.75” and weight 234.4 pounds.

Echocardiogram performed on March 15, 2022, revealed sinus rhythm of 67 bpm. There is no aortic regurgitation or stenosis. There is trace mitral regurgitation. There is trace tricuspid regurgitation. There is trace pulmonic regurgitation. ECG reveals sinus rhythm of 77 bpm and normal intervals.

IMPRESSION: This 58-year-old male with atypical chest pain presents for evaluation. He has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. He requires a stress test. We will proceed with stress test as clinically indicated.
