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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old white female that is a patient of Dr. Senatorov who has been referred to the practice because of the presence of proteinuria. The proteinuria has been studied and all the serology that we have ordered has been negative. This patient has a background of autoimmune disease. She has Crohn’s disease since she was 17 years old. The main concern at this point is the continued weight loss. It seems to me that the patient has been afraid to eat because of the GI symptoms. She has an appointment with the gastroenterologist in Lakeland. In view of the lack of results, we are going to order a kidney biopsy in order to get to the kidney pathology that could explain the presence of proteinuria. This proteinuria continues to be between 1.7 and 2 g in 24 hours. There is no deterioration of the kidney function. The patient has been treated with the administration of Invokana as well as the administration of finerenone. The patient is asymptomatic according to the interview.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.1%. The blood sugar is under control. The patient does not give a history of diarrhea at the present time. We know that this patient is on metformin. This is the fact that we had to take into consideration because of the association between gastrointestinal symptoms and metformin. Appointment with the gastroenterologist as mentioned before.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading 128/77.

4. Adrenal adenoma that is incidentaloma

5. Hyperlipidemia under control.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is on pantoprazole. The patient will be scheduled for a kidney biopsy by Dr. Bennie and we will see the patient after the results of the kidney biopsy. The patient has consented to the procedure.

We spent 7 minutes evaluating the laboratory, 12 minutes in the conversation with the patient because this was a telehealth and 6 minutes in the documentation.
