Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Mr. Parks with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and prior right-sided renal artery stenosis stent.  Last visit in October.  Apparently recent stent done at Grand Rapids.  No complications. Weight and appetite are stable.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No claudication symptoms or discolor of the toes.  No chest pain, palpitations, lightheadedness or dyspnea.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the HCTZ, Norvasc, lisinopril, metoprolol, nitrates which is new, on potassium replacement, cholesterol management, anticoagulation with Coumadin, remains on Plavix.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 113/84.  Weight is stable at 186, previously 187.  Normal speech.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.
Labs:  Chemistries from April, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline GFR 49.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and cell count normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression, no symptoms, no dialysis.
2. Blood pressure well controlled.
3. Coronary artery disease, recent procedures.
4. Anticoagulation.
5. Renal artery stenosis, prior procedures.  Blood pressure is stable, tolerating ACE inhibitors full dose.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
