PRESENT ILLNESS: History of foreign body in right eye three days ago. She states she had *__________* with continued redness and discomfort to the medial aspect of the eye. Denies vision loss or painful range of motion involving that eye. No other symptoms.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Right eye with inflammation on exam without evidence of corneal injury, anterior chamber blood. Range of motion of the eye is within normal limits. Nasal and oropharynx negative for inflammation or exudates *__________*. Neck: Negative for tenderness or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient was given erythromycin ointment to apply to right eye several times a day with expected clearing of symptoms; if not, we will seek evaluation by an optometrist or ophthalmologist.
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
