The patient is seen due to a complaint of right earache and drainage for the past three days.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past Medical History: The patient states she is six months pregnant, has two children.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Inflammation of the pharynx is noted. Neck: With 2+ anterior adenopathy on both sides and tenderness to the auricular area. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained and was positive.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Amoxil to take for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
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
