CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Vogt was seen regarding bursitis in the elbow.

History: Mr. Vogt had swelling and bursitis of the left elbow for several days. It is worsening. It appears to have been there and there is more redness to it now. He has slight pain there. He denies any fever or chills or other specific complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Skin: The left elbow has swelling and redness. I also noted some purulent drainage, but not a great deal. It appears to be mostly organized and most of what came out was sanguinous material. It appears that he had olecranon bursitis with hematoma.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has olecranon bursitis. I will order Keflex 500 mg b.i.d. I will order one soaks to the elbow.

2. He has history of stroke ad dementia, which appears baseline. 

3. His hypertension is controlled.

4. I will follow up with him subsequently.
