ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. EGD.

2. Biopsies.

INDICATIONS: Dysphagia. History of achalasia. GERD.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. There is small stricture in the distal esophagus with ulcerating margins, biopsies taken.

2. Diffuse gastritis.

3. Otherwise normal EGD.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Second portion of the duodenum.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, esophagus, stomach, and into the second portion of the duodenum without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the fundus.

FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus, there is ulcerated stricture in the distal esophagus. The scope was use it dilator, stricture was dilated to use in the scope has dilated, biopsies were taken. Also biopsies were taken from mid and proximal esophagus to rule out eosinophilic esophagitis.

3. In the stomach, there is erythema and erosions in the antrum and body. Biopsies taken to rule out H. pylori.

4. Duodenum D1 and D2 appeared normal.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Antireflux measures.

3. Avoid NSAIDs.

4. Monitor clinically.
5. We will start the patient on Protonix 40 mg p.o. b.i.d.
6. The patient will need repeat EGD in six to eight weeks to evaluate ulceration in the distal esophagus as well as to evaluate the possible need for further dilation.
7. We will consider to an esophageal manometry to confirm weather the patient does have achalasia and weather there is any further treatment that is needed for that.
