Dear Dr. Kissoondial:

This is a telemedicine videoconference for Mrs. Netmop with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and right nephrectomy for renal carcinoma.  Her daughter Mary is present for the visit.  Her weight is down 5 pounds over the last eight months.  She has not been ill with COVID-19, but actually received four of the COVID-19 vaccinations already.  She has been stable.  No hospitalizations or procedures since she was last seen and she has lost 5 pounds over eight months.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  No cough or sputum production.  She is restricting fluids due to chronic low sodium levels and that helps to her edema of the lower extremities.  She does use a walker and is able to walk steadily with that.  No syncopal episodes or dizziness and no chest pain or palpitations.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Aldactone 12.5 mg twice a day, Lasix is 20 mg daily and she is not using any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 124.6, pulse is 72, oxygen saturation is 98%, blood pressure 142/66.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 16, 2022, her creatinine is stable at 1.35, sodium is 134 that is stable for her, potassium 4.7, carbon dioxide 26, calcium 9.3, intact parathyroid hormone is 60, albumin 4, phosphorus 3.6, hemoglobin is 12.3 with a normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, right nephrectomy for renal cell carcinoma and hypertension.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months.  She will follow a low-salt diet and she will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
