Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a teleconference for Mr. Bailey with chronic kidney disease, hypertension.  Last visit in September.  Chronic back pain, physical therapy, taking Celebrex for the last month, recent steroid injection, plan to have two more on the next few weeks, a low-grade fever, on Tylenol improving, some sinus congestion, minor headaches, anteroposterior drainage.  No reported respiratory distress.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Isolated diarrhea today.  Good urine output.  No edema.  No skin rash.  No bruises.  No bleeding nose or gums.  He has received vaccine and booster.  Wife also with some respiratory symptoms.  Review of system otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the ACE inhibitors, HCTZ, potassium-sparing diuretics and potassium, the exposure to Celebrex.

Physical Examination:  He does not appear to be in any respiratory distress.  He is Alert and oriented x3.  No facial asymmetry.  Blood pressure 132/74 and weight of 245.

Labs:  Chemistries - creatinine 1.4 which is baseline for a GFR of 50 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, no progression, not symptomatic.

2. Hypertension well controlled.

3. Previously low potassium, presently stable, on potassium replacement and potassium sparing diuretics.

4. Back pain with exposure to Celebrex.  For a short of period of time, I am not going to oppose.  He understands the concerns for Celebrex comparing to antiinflammatory agents less risk for gastrointestinal bleeding, but from the renal standpoint similar problems of potassium, renal failure, hypertension, edema, and CHF.  He needs to wean himself off as soon as possible.

5. Respiratory symptoms upper and bronchial.  He has a kit to test himself for corona virus, and is possible potential treatment might be needed.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
