The patient medication was refilled as follows. Suboxone 2/0.5 mg SL film., she was given one film SL daily for 30 days, #30 (the patient requests that we increase her medication to one instead of a half).

She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none. She was discharged with Suboxone 2/0.5 mg SL film, she will take one film SL daily for 30 days, #30.
