HISTORY: This is a 35-year-old gentleman here for suture removal.

The patient is status post crush injury with laceration to his left index finger, was sutured on 03/17/2022, is here for suture removal. He states he is doing better except he has some numbing and tingling pain at the distal surface of his finger.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 131/90.
Pulse 78.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.5\

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Mildly distended secondary to obesity. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Lower Extremities: Full range of motion of lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Index finger left, sutures in good repair. No edema. No erythema. No fluctuance. Mild tenderness to palpation. Neurovascularly intact.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves are normal. Sensation and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post crush injury, left index finger.

2. Status post sutures, left index finger on 03/17/2022, doing better, no secondary signs or symptoms of infection.

PROCEDURES: Suture removal. The procedure was explained to the patient. We talked about side effects and complications, he states he understands and gave me verbal permission to proceed. A 4 x 4 which was soaked in hydrogen peroxide applied to site, so site could be loose and removal of scabs that are overlying the sutures. Application was left in place for approximately five minutes, then removed. A total of five sutures were removed with no complications.

The patient tolerated the procedure well. I used a #11 blade and tweezers to remove sutures. There were no complications. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He was given a work note to return to work tomorrow on 04/12/2022.
