SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies burning with urination. Denies discharge from his penis. Denies chest pain. Denies headache. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies fever.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 143/69.
Pulse 96.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No distention. No guarding.
GU: Testicles: No tenderness to palpation. Negative Prehn sign. No mass. No hernia. No discharge from his penis. No erythema. No macules. No vesicles.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
