History: Saber is a 30-year-old pleasant postdoc at Harvard University doing artificial intelligence studies on eye movements or eye diseases. He finished his PhD on artificial intelligence for patients who are homebound or under home health care having various medical symptoms and he states they have to place cameras and decipher from there and he just got his PhD from Texas A&M. He did his undergraduate and master’s in Iran. He is married. He has no children. He lives in College Station. Now, he has insurance through Harvard University and he states he saw my name on the physician list and hence he is here. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs. He states for the past week or so he has had problems with right low back pain radiating to right leg and he states he already made an appointment with Wellpoint Physical Therapy and he is here to get prescription for physical therapy. He denies any bowel or bladder problems. He denies any injuries. However, he states several years ago, he had this problem and was told he had bulging disc at L3-L4, but got better. He may have another episode of exacerbation in between, but has never had to see a neurosurgeon. The only thing positive in the history is because of COVID he did not exercise and has gained weight. He states physical therapy as usually taking care of this problem. He has never had any shots or anything in the back and he is not interested in pain pills.
Medications: Medicines at home none.
Allergies: None known.
Personal & Family History: He is married. He has no children. He lives in College Station. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs.
Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Saber Kazeminasab to be a 30-year-old pleasant Iranian male who is awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress. He drove himself to the office.
Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.
Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No carotid bruit. Thyroid not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact. His straight leg raising in sitting position is barely 15 degrees and in supine position, it is about 60 degrees. There is no swelling of the right side of the back.
The patient has acute lumbar strain, right lumbar radiculopathy. He is advised meloxicam, a Medrol Dosepak, a Wellpoint Physical Therapy prescription, serial exams. He may need a neurosurgical consult.
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
