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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

Patient Name: Vanessa Smith

History: Ms. Smith is a 48-year-old white female who had gone to the Plasma Center to donate blood two years ago when they did the testing and found out the patient has hepatitis C. The patient then states she paid herself to see Dr. Chang who advised lot of further blood work and testing, which she could not afford. Hence, the patient then applied for Indigent Care and she got approved and she chose our name herself and came to the office. The patient is a widow. She did use drugs in the past. Her husband died of heroin overdose. She has one daughter 26-year-old, does not live with her. She has finished high school. She has had no trouble with the law. She states she is eagerly waiting to get her treatment for hep C started. She has not had hep A and hep B shots. She does smoke a few cigarettes here and there and does take one drink at night. She has not had a DWI.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes, hypertension or asthma, but she has easy bruisability.
She states she has a boyfriend and the boyfriend is testing negative for hep C. She states she is not sexually active with him. She brought some papers that said what Dr. Chang had advised and we have ordered more blood work than what Dr. Chang wrote down. We will also see Dr. Chang’s records and then make a referral to her. The patient understands plan of treatment.
An EKG shows sinus rhythm within normal limits.

Physical Examination:
General: This is a 48-year-old pleasant white female who is awake, alert, oriented, in no acute distress. She has got some liver spots on her upper chest. There is no clubbing. There is cyanosis. There is no icterus.
Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.
