History: Ms. Rodriquez had developed something, which sounded like angioneurotic edema secondary to lisinopril. She has been on lisinopril for a while. She developed right facial edema and right lip swelling of sudden onset. Lisinopril was discontinued. The patient was given empirically steroids and antibiotics. The patient did well. She did not have to go to the emergency room for any further care. The patient states it took almost five days for the whole swelling to completely resolve. Today, she feels fine. She is completely asymptomatic. I have still advised her to see a dentist. I have advised the patient to start on amlodipine 2.5 mg a day and then we will increase it to 5 mg, get some labs done in view of this severe angioneurotic edema and then recheck with her in the office in a couple of weeks. The rest of exam is as in the chart. The patient understands plan of treatment.
