History: Mr. Scerra called me over the weekend on Sunday in the afternoon around 2:30 that his hematuria has increased substantially over the past couple of days and he is concerned and that his cystoscopy is not till the 20th. I told him it is not in my hands, but if he feels his hematuria has increased he needs to go to the emergency room where it can be determined if he needs urgent care today or something else. I called the patient this morning on 04/11/2022 and found out the patient did go to the ER. He stated they did not do anything and sent him home, called the patient again and found out that they did end up re-scheduling his cystoscopy to Wednesday instead of in two weeks. I told him to bear with it and if something other happens again go to the ER. So, this is a very difficult patient evaluation. This patient is on Plavix. The cardiologist feels not to discontinue Plavix because the patient’s recent stents may clot, but at the same time the patient is having gross hematuria and is undergoing workup to see if hematuria is related to something in the bladder or kidneys or elsewhere. I have tried to reassure the patient as much as possible, but I have instructed him at any point if he feels before the final evaluation to determine what is causing his hematuria and, if anything is that bad, he has to go to the ER to make that urgent decision at that particular time. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
