Ms. Crawford is a 69-year-old woman who has been evaluated today for face-to-face. The patient has currently been on hospice with end-stage COPD and O2 dependency. The patient requires nebulizer treatment on regular basis. Most recently, has had trouble with increased blood pressure because of shortness of breath and anxiety.

The patient also has had bouts of nausea and vomiting which has been taken care of with Zofran.

The patient suffers from cor pulmonale with lower extremity edema, protein calorie-malnutrition, weight loss of 4 pounds since last evaluation with very little appetite. The patient is definitely homebound, high risk of fall. The patient is expected to do poorly and expected to live less than six months. She also suffers from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy and anxiety secondary to her COPD and chronic shortness of breath. The patient’s blood pressure has been out of control and required new medication to control her blood pressure.

She suffers from pulmonary hypertension because of end-stage COPD. The patient has tried to quit smoking. She continues to smoke without the oxygen around. She knows that with the oxygen she could catch on fire as it has happened with many patients and I have discussed with the patient this as well. The patient has a hard time getting to the bathroom. She is now total ADL dependent, requires her niece’s help who she lives with and she is also becoming incontinent most of time and is wearing a diaper because of her worsening COPD.
