Ms. Ella Whitside is now being recertified for hospice.

Since last certification, the patient has lost 7 pounds given her end-stage COPD, decreased appetite, has become much more dependent. The patient is now lesser responsive, continues to have protein-calorie malnutrition, chronic anemia, and pulmonary hypertension.

She also suffers from chronic shortness of breath and severe debilitating weakness. The patient remains anxious and in pain because of her disc disease, DJD. The patient is now having 2/10 pain at all times requiring pain medication around the clock. KPS remains at 30%. The patient is total ADL dependent. The patient has bouts of increased responsiveness, but overall remains generally only responsive to person and time. The patient also has had very poor food intake only 10% at each meal. Food has to be pureed/mechanical soft. She is no longer able to tolerate solid foods since last certification. The patient’s generalized weakness is definitely worse and the patient is generally declining in all areas including her breathing status or end-stage COPD and generalized weakness. The patient at this time remains hospice appropriate.
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
