1. CF, 35-year-old woman seen with left ear pain, diagnosed with lymphadenopathy and otitis media. Treated with Augmentin. The patient is doing well. Liked Dr. Abbasi very much.

2. RC, 68-year-old gentleman seen for COVID testing only for travel purposes. The patient is asymptomatic. COVID test was negative. He did not answer his phone today when called.
3. CP, 58-year-old woman with cough, chills, and sore throat, possible exposure. The patient had a blood sugar of 333, but did not want to discuss her diabetes even though Dr. Abbasi told her without any blood work he could not rule out a deadly condition known as diabetic ketoacidosis, but nevertheless, they did not want to stay and signed out against medical advice. When I called the patient today to check her, no one answered the phone.
4. JK, 25-year-old woman seen with fever, chills, and body aches. Workup was completely negative including chest x-ray, diagnosed with viral disease and sent home with supportive care only. The patient liked the visit and experience with everyone and the staff in the ER.
5. BO, 19-year-old young man with asthma, shortness of breath, and sore throat. The patient actually was tachycardic at admission with an O2 sat of 94%. This is a 19-year-old male with history of asthma. Labs, CBC and chest x-ray and breathing treatments were initiated. White count slightly elevated at 14,000. Given Rocephin. Sent home with Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and albuterol. Even though the patient received breathing treatments with a beta agonist, the patient’s heart rate had actually come down at the time of discharge because his wheezing was so much better, he was feeling better and was very appreciative of the care he received.
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
