CLINIC VISIT NOTE
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The patient is seen with complaints of pain in right hand hitting his brother two days ago.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen with complaints of pain in his right hand after hitting his brother in head two days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma and mild attention deficit disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had surgery on eye.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: ADHD medications, not taking now. For the medications, see nurse’s note.
ALLERGIES: Seasonal allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative. Neck: Without stiffness or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Right hand with some swelling and inflammation of right distal second metacarpal dorsally. Wrist normal without abnormality, full range of motion. Forearm and elbow without tenderness and full range of motion. Arm and shoulder also without abnormality and full range of motion. No neurovascular injury or compromise. Skin: Without discoloration or lesions.
The patient had an x-ray of the right hand. There is noted to be faint shadow of distal phalanx *__________* likely fracture with only tenderness at the site of injury without painful range of motion.
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DIAGNOSIS: Contusion, right distal second metacarpal.

PLAN: The patient was released to take Advil and do moist heat. Follow up as needed.
