The patient is seen with complaints of difficulty bearing weight on the right foot with history of a twisting ankle on trampoline in the yard yesterday with complaints of pain and discomfort bearing weight on the right leg.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Presents hurt right foot on trampoline yesterday while walking on it.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Repair of hydrocele.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Negative for tenderness or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Foot: Localizes the pain to the arch of the foot without tenderness, discoloration or swelling. Ankle also without tenderness, swelling, or painful range of motion. *__________* tenderness with restricted range of motion. Thigh also negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Remainder of physical exam *__________* evaluate because of limping on the right foot. Neurovascular: Tendon and sensations intact. *__________*. Skin: Without inflammation or lesions.
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X-rays were taken of right foot *__________* ankle which were interpreted as negative.
IMPRESSION: Sprain to right foot without evidence of fracture.

PLAN: The patient was advised to come back continuing not able to bear weight over the next few days, expected slow resolution of symptoms.
