The patient presents with sore throat, headache, and fever for the past couple of days with some swelling of the face. 

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, sore throat, and some headache for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Questionable slight heart murmur.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose & Throat: TMs clear. Pupils are equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Funduscopic exam benign. Noted pharyngeal edema with small tonsillar exudates in the pharynx. Nasal mucosa without inflammation. Neck: Lymphadenopathy noted on the left side 2+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Neurologic: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through XII intact. Neuro at baseline.

Strep screen was obtained and positive for strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription of amoxicillin to take for 10 days and to follow up as needed.
