The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Maria is 61-year-old Caucasian female who has been in treatment for bipolar disorder. I called her two times, but she claimed that she was sleeping therefore not able to heard, but she described that if she has to work late evening therefore she sleeps during day although she describes she is doing very well. Her depression and anxiety is good. She likes the medication and she wants to continue with the same medication. No involuntary movement. No side effect. The patient was explained the risk and benefits. She claimed that she has been taking this medication for longtime and since it started working she is feeling much improved in her behavior and functioning and medication is working.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable. Currently functioning has improved and having a full-time job.

PLAN: Continue on Paxil 40 mg daily, BuSpar 15 mg b.i.d., Depakote 1000 mg in the morning and 500 mg at bedtime. 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effect explained. The patient was further reminded that she has to get a blood test done and side effect of the Depakote was discussed.
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
