The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: She has consented for the treatment. I called her thrice finally she picked the call and reported that she was sleeping a lot because of the medication and that is why she was not able to get up although she describes she is feeling better, sleeping better and eating better. She concerned that her liver enzymes may be elevated because of the Trileptal she is taking. She is also taking Zocor, which is also caused liver changes. I explained that if it is like this she has to discuss with her primary care physician and the if she feels that she is doing okay so I can stop discontinue Trileptal as she is already taking olanzapine in combination with Zoloft and that is perfectly fine and she agrees. She claims she is also taking other medication for breast cancer. She has undergone total mastectomy. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Judgment and insight seems to be okay. The patient has been compliance with the medication. She is living with her parents. There was no involuntary movement. The patient has chronic history of increased creatinine level.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder status post mastectomy, hypercholesterolemia, and chronic kidney disease.

PLAN: Gradually discontinue Trileptal by decreasing to 150 mg daily. Continue with the olanzapine 10 mg daily and Zoloft 100 mg daily.
