Mrs. Baucom is a 45-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism in August 2021. She also has a history of bipolar disorder, anxiety, borderline personality disorder and hepatitis C. The patient was previously followed by endocrinology in South Florida while she was in a rehab program. The patient reports symptoms of constipation. She reports that her mother had a thyroid condition. She reports symptoms of edema. The patient reports some dry mouth and denies any difficulty swallowing or other compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She reports heart palpitations and dry skin, fatigue, about a 30-pound weight gain over the last year and some hair loss before the medication. The patient states that she has some mood swings as well.

Plan:
1. For her hyperthyroidism, at this point, my recommendation is to continue the methimazole 5 mg once daily and check her current baseline thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

2. I will also check a TPO antibody level, thyroid-stimulating immunoglobulin level and a TSH receptor antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune underlying disease.

3. For her thyroid gland, we will order a thyroid ultrasound to assess for any nodules and delineate the thyroid gland.

4. The patient has bipolar, anxiety and borderline personality disorder and recommendation is to continue to follow up with her primary care provider and psychiatry.
