Mr. St. Pierre was seen in followup of edema, leg excoriation, groin lesion, and he has cancer of the lung. He also complains of left knee pain and that is actually the biggest and acute complaint now. He has diabetes as well.

HISTORY: Mr. St. Pierre complains of both knees, but the left is worse. He has old knee braces, but they are worn down and he needs new ones. Tylenol does not help and he is requesting naproxen, which has helped him in the past. He denies any renal problems. He does have edema still at 2+, but better when seen couple of months ago. He has moved to a new assisted living. He thinks the sugars are good, but they do not check them lately. He denies any polyuria or polydipsia. There is no significant neuropathic pain. He notes that his right knee was injured in the past in the basketball injury while in the military. The left knee was not injured, but hurts quite a bit.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting and abdominal pain. He has knee pain as noted. No current GI or GU complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/80. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Musculoskeletal: Thickening of the knees.

A foot exam was done and that was normal except 2+ edema. Some of it is chronic lymphedema. Sensation is intact in the feet. Motor was normal. Pedal pulses palpable at 2+. There are no lesions, gangrene, or ulcers. 

Assessment/plan:
1. He has osteoarthritis of both knees. I will order naproxen 75 mg daily for two weeks and check hemoglobin A1c for diabetes and check basic metabolic panel to evaluate renal function.

2. He has diabetes mellitus and I will continue glipizide 10 mg daily and Invokamet 150/1000 mg one b.i.d. I will order glucometer and hemoglobin A1c.
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3. He has hypertension stable with lisinopril 40 mg daily.

4. He has had adenocarcinoma of the lung, *__________*, he follows with oncology and on the last scan there was no tumor seen.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
