CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dryness of the scalp.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that dryness of the scalp is on and off for several years and it is sometimes pruritic. Also, it causes rashes on the forehead.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
