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PATIENT NAME: Lawrence Greer

DATE OF BIRTH: 05/25/1955

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/12/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 66-year-old gentleman who presents to my office today to follow up on his elevated serum creatinine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. History of COVID-19 in December 2020 was very sick in the ICU intubated and has multiple complications including at that time ischemic acute tubular necrosis as well as possible allergic interstitial nephritis and worsening kidney function to the degree he may have needed dialysis but he did not need dialysis at that time. Kidney function for the last few months was around 55 to 60 mL/min GFR.

2. History of PVCs.

3. Hypertension for the last 25 years.

4. Vitamin D deficiency.

5. Seizure disorder was on medication for seizures and now he is off medication followed by neurology and he is maintained on methadone.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Chronic kidney disease stage III after hospitalization in December 2020.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes cholecystectomy, cataract surgery, and detached retina procedure. He has had neck injury at age of 18 with subsequent current neck pain.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had three kids. No smoking. He has remote history of alcohol use. No drug use. He is a trial lawyer.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandfather had cancer. Grand grandfather died from myocardial infarctions. Father died from heart attack. Mother had dementia. Sister had thyroid problem.
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COVID VACCINATION STATUS: He got Pfizer vaccine back in January 2021, February 2021, and booster October 2021.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include Edarbi, carvedilol, Zyrtec, vitamin B12, folic acid, ergocalciferol, finasteride, lorazepam, methadone, nifedipine, rosuvastatin, and testosterone.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals occasional headaches. Occasional chest pain. No shortness of breath. No cough. Heartburn positive occasional. No nausea. No vomiting. He does have some constipation. He reports urinary urgency at sometimes. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations from Methodist Hospital last creatinine was 1.3 and estimated GFR is around 57 mL/min.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIA likely sequela of acute tubular necrosis plus minus allergic interstitial nephritis from his acute sickness in December 2020 while he was in the ICU. We are going to recheck his kidney function and check baseline followup. I expect this to stabilize if we avoid any nephrotoxic agents and we will see patient back in around two months to recheck on his kidney function.

2. Present history of COVID-19 recovered.

3. Hypertension controlled on current regimen to continue.

4. PVCs control with carvedilol.
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5. Vitamin D deficiency. Continue ergocalciferol.

6. History of seizure disorder followed by neurology.

7. Hyperlipidemia on rosuvastatin.

8. Hypogonadism. Continue testosterone therapy followed by primary care physician.

The patient is going to see me back in two months with labs prior to clinic.
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
