This is a history and physical examination on Dorman Johnson.

Mr. Johnson is a 78-year-old male who quit smoking 20 years ago. He used to smoke half pack a day for about 40 years and alcohol moderately at night. He says he is allergic to codeine. His symptoms are runny nose most of the time because of allergies. He also has hearing problem. He wears hearing aid. He said also his left eardrum is damaged.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of benign prostatic hypertrophy. He saw Dr. Goldberg in Louisville. He is on Flomax and Avodart. He also is on losartan for high blood pressure and Crestor for hyperlipidemia. He also is on meloxicam for arthritis and he also uses Flonase and levocetirizine 5 mg as needed. Also, he takes 81 mg aspirin.

In 63 and 64, he was treated for peptic ulcer. The patient had a history of fainting spell in 2010 workup found him to be dehydrated and cataract surgery was done in left eye in 2020. The patient right eye has poor vision and he is fully vaccinated with COVID-19 Moderna vaccine.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient health questionnaire he reported feeling down and depressed at times and also poor appetite at times. He also reportedly little interest in the things two days of the week and feeling tired and little energy two days of the week.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 78-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 153 pounds, and blood pressure 140/76.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. Hearing is impaired in both ears and poor vision in right.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema. 
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DIAGNOSES:

1. History of hypertension.

2. Degenerative joint disease.

3. Benign prostatic hypertrophy.

4. Impaired hearing.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We requested the patient to bring the lab from two months ago other than that we will continue current medications and whenever he needs to refill he could call.
