History: Mr. Dworaczyk had called today. He was having chest pains and we advised him to go to the ER. He did not listen to us and ended up coming to the office. He states the patient was nervous and shaky. He states he woke up around 5:30 a.m. with chest pains located on the left side of the chest radiating to the left arm. The pain was at the level of 5 or 6, but he has never had this kind of pain. He states the pain was continuous, not associated with shortness of breath. This happened at rest, but it lasted for more than one hour. I examined him here. His EKG showed sinus rhythm, right bundle-branch block and, for that reason, I told him that if he is a long-term diabetic, he is on multiple medications and I would feel better if he makes sure he is not having acute ischemia that he needs to go to the ER. After evaluating him, he drove himself to the office and the ER is a few hundred feet from my office. So, I let him go to the ER for further evaluation and lab tests. The patient understands plan of treatment. He is a high risk for heart disease.
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
