History: Mr. Weldon Jordan is a 74-year-old white male who was seen after almost one year in the office with multiple problems. We had called him because he was only seeing specialists and every specialist’s note was coming and we wanted to know if he had changed insurances, changed physicians or whatever and we did not want to be the custodian of his records. The patient then came in stating he has bilateral knee pain. His left knee was replaced twice by Dr. Veazey. He still has a cyst on the back of the knee, which apparently he is planning to drain. Mr. Weldon sees Dr. Mays and Dr. Meade. He apparently had ablation for his atrial fib. Apparently, his atrial fib is controlled. Now, he is still on flecainide and Xarelto. He thinks that the cardiologist may get him off his flecainide soon. He was doing some tree work cutting tree limbs and all that and found a big bruise over his right elbow and that bruising could be because of Xarelto plus aspirin or could be because he unknowingly injured his right elbow while doing the tree work. So, I told him to keep a watch. He has not had a complete lab work done in a long time and a slip was given. An EKG was done today that showed sinus rhythm and atrial fibrillation is cleared up. His med list was reconciled. He has had kidney stones and he is seeing Dr. Bhavsar for his urological problems. He has had lithotripsy in the past.

The Patient’s Problems: So, the problems discussed were about:

1. Kidney stones.

2. Bilateral knee pain.

3. Atrial fibrillation.

4. History of ablation.
5. He also wants to get off Lipitor because he feels Lipitor gives him a lot of pain.
The patient is advised complete lab work and will be seen in the office in the first week of May.
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
