History: Ms. Casey is an 88-year-old petite-appearing white female accompanied by her son to the office. She states she has spent $10,000 on her dental work. We had to call her because we got a letter from Dr. Daftarian, the dentist, whether she is okay to have dental work done. This patient had a TIA just a few weeks ago. She is undergoing workup to find out if there is any definite carotid blockage including MRA of the head and MRA of the neck and till the workup is complete and Dr. Moghalu has released her, I do not feel comfortable saying anything about the dental work plus that is not an emergency. The patient had some temporary fixing done, which Dr. Daftarian feels it is going to take a longtime to remove the gum or the cement, but that is between her and the patient, but anyway at this point, the patient overall feels okay, but she is undergoing workup. She had MRI. She states she has secondary Cigna Insurance, but St. Joseph did not want to deal with her doing MRI or CAT scan or MRA just because of the Cigna as they do not accept Cigna at all and hence she had to go to Scott & White Clinic to get the testing done. The patient is till under care of Dr. Moghalu, the neurologist. The neurologist saw the patient and is going to see her again next month and, after her treatment is done, then we will decide whether she can have dental work or not. The patient is aware of that. The son is aware of that. I do not want to be in a rush and sending her with a blocked carotid for some dental work and end up getting a stroke. The patient understands that.
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
